There and back again – Heritage Recording with photogrammetry yesterday, today and tomorrow 

Photogrammetry is a key technique in recording and quantifying manmade and natural surfaces 
since the birth of photography in the 1820s. Drawing upon applications in Cultural Heritage, this 
public lecture will introduce the evolving concepts and ideas behind the technique to explore how 
imaging and scanning have emerged over the past decade into techniques capable of delivering 
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digital surrogate models of heritage objects and spaces. The lecture will highlight many of the 
challenges and exciting opportunities arising from the rich inter-disciplinary interaction that typifies 
research in the museum and technology sectors.

The meeting takes place just a stone’s throw from The Shard, the tallest building in the EU. It was designed 
by Renzo Piano. The Centre Pompidou in Paris is his other famous building, designed with Richard Rogers 
in the 1970s, is. The Shard is a glass pyramid, over 300m high. It offers the highest view point of London.
